OFFICIAL COURSE NOTES Neil Donaldson and Alessandra Pantano: An introduction to
abstract mathematics

CLASS OBJECTIVES We will cover most of the topics in the notes. I will follow closely
the notations and definitions used in the notes but occasionally supplement examples and concepts
the notes may not mention. The goal is to get you familiarized with basic concepts of mathematics
and proof strategies.
